�	Many FAUI surveys collected data on new social movements (women, ecologists, gays and lesbians, peace) which we have just pooled into an international file (SPSS). These permit contrasting with the other participants surveyed with standard FAUI items: unions, neighborhood groups, business groups, political parties, etc. 


First results were presented at the Mannheim ECPR Meetings, Spring 1999. The data are ideal for pursuing current ideas about interactions between movements and political processes.

	An alert to those not connected: we launched the FAUINET via the Internet over the past few years, and are circulating memos and news that way more rapidly than via this printed Newsletter. Occasional Newsletters continue by regular mail, but look to the FAUINET for more up-to-date and detailed reporting. We have FTP sites set up at Notre Dame and The University of Chicago from which you can download FAUI urban data for up to 7,000 cities around the world, updates on many countries (e.g. 1990 urban Census data for over 1,000 U.S. cities) , conference papers, and research memos. To connect, just send your email address to Terry Clark at the address above. It is rumored that we have the most extensive urban data archive in the world; check it out.�

The background hypotheses and methodological blueprint informing the FAUI Project, emerging from a conference supported by the U.S. National Science Foundation.  The NSF had invited us to develop an ongoing national urban project like the National Election Study, but the early Reagan years led instead to cutbacks. Elinor Ostrom offered to conduct our proposed survey for all municipalities in her state of Indiana at local expense, if others would do the same in their regions.  The same model has since spread to 35 countries and over 8,000 cities. The data are now pooled, combining many national surveys, and available as SPSS data files.

The volume grows out of three presentations that Susan made at international FAUI conferences in Europe, outlining a framework for international urban analysis with Project data.  Each grew successively, leading to a quite detailed set of suggestions for contributors to follow in preparing national papers, focusing on issues of local autonomy, fiscal and administrative supports, constraints on cities from their national governments, and how these can be captured in assessing local policy strategies.





Yoshiaki Kobayashi, Dept. of Political Science, Keio University, Tokyo and his colleagues made dramatic progress. They collected data in a few months in the Spring of 1987. They did their data analyses over their summer "vacation", and by December 87 had published a book using their project data -- filled with interesting tables. One major finding is that more innovative communities are predominantly in Polish regions that were part of the German empire; medium innovative were those part of the Austro-Hungarian empire; least were those that were part of Russia. They identify this with a sense of autonomy among citizens and local leaders, some of whom show entrepreneurship, versus those in former Russian areas who are more willing to accept whatever comes from the higher bureaucracy. The hand of history. Lots of graphics and maps. 





Jeanne Becqart-Leclercq, Pression fiscal locale et forces sociales. Lille: University de Lille II, 1989. aprx. 240 pp. A report on the national French FAUI project and more detail from surveys and case studies of communes in the North of France. Includes dozens of rich tables. Shows major differences by party. More conservative party mayors are far more likely to favor privatization strategies, contracting out, etc. (No such result in the US.)

George Boyne’s very useful book is on how to do public policy output studies.  He does a thoughtful review/critique of some of the main theories such as the importance of parties, organized groups and bureaucrats and discusses and critiques how the impacts of each of these have been tested in most past comparative urban research.  He goes on to show how to model these tests more precisely with specific examples. Most examples are British, but the core ideas hold for most countries of the world.

Sharp differences among towns and countries: smaller towns far more non-partisan.  Big cities are dominated by parties.

Kenneth Davey and Gabor Peteri, Local Government Finances: Options for Reform. Nagykovacsi, Kolozsvar utca 22/a, Hungary: Local Government Know How Program. 254 pp. Gabor Peteri and Pawel Swianiewicz have been active with implementing innovative ideas among local officials in Hungary and Poland. This book summarizes dozens of practical suggestions from transfers to delivering services, from modest to radical.





Mark Baldasarre. When Government Fails: The Orange County Bankruptcy. Berkeley and Los Angeles: University of California Press, 1998. 317pp. Mark Baldasarre leads the FAUI surveys in California, and has repeatedly used many items with local officials and citizens in Orange County over more than a decade. He has shown rises and falls in support for the nationally-controversial policies of growth control (now called “suburban sprawl”), continued and rising support for other “social issues”, but low taxing preferences. In 1996, the Orange County Government declared bankruptcy. Its Treasurer Bob Citron was investing a pool of over $7.6 billion for over 200 local governments in the area, making it the biggest fiscal crisis of the decade in the U.S. The causes, complications and implications are pursued here in depth.

The first international comparative volume on local parties around the world. FAUI data used for comparisons and ethnographic detail and national surveys added for country-specific depth.
